Around the world:
� More than 6 billion people in 237 countries speak 6,528 languages and

half of them have never heard the truth about Jesus and who He is!
� Around 1.1 billion people have very little chance of ever hearing the

Gospel. 12,000 different people groups have never heard the Gospel!
� At least 2,000 languages still have no Bible translation!

But there is some good news
Around the world:
� About 120 million people are presented with the Gospel for the first time each year!
� It is estimated that 270 people become followers of Jesus Christ every 5 minutes!
� Slavic Gospel Association works in 12 of the countries of the world where around

190,000,000 people live!
